This ashram, known as a deeply revered site in
Chitrakoot, steeped in mythological
significance and spiritual history. It is believed to
be the resting place of the sage Atri and his
devout wife, Sati Ansuiya, who are venerated for
their piety and devotion. The ashramis notonly a
place of meditation and spiritual reflection but
also a site rich in stories from the Ramayana and
other Hindu scriptures.

The Sphatik Shila is a sacred site located along
the banks of the Mandakini River, just upstream
from the famous Ram Ghat in Chitrakoot. This
rock holds great significance in Hindu
mythology and is celebrated by devotees for its
deep connection to the life of Lord Rama and
Mother Sita.
